Julian Wojtowych Community Service Award

History

This award originated because of the great care and community spirit Genesee showed by taking in and caring for Julian Wojtowych during his last year of life.  He moved to town when he was 81 years old, with a heavy Ukrainian accent and struggling with the daily chores of life.  Countless Genesee residents brightened his every day.  You took time to say hello and listened for an answer.  You helped him find his way back to his house.  You made him feel welcome and “at home”.  It is unlikely that he would have received such a kind reception anywhere else, even in another small town.

This award of $1000 is meant to recognize a Genesee Student (or students) for outstanding citizenship and to assist with college expenses.  Grade point average will not be a consideration for this scholarship.  Citizenship, contribution to community and an exemplary attitude are the criteria for selection.  The award may be used to further education in any way that benefits the applicant’s future.  (University or college tuition or books.  A summer or year abroad, participation in a seminar or school for performing or creative arts, travel to build houses in an underprivileged country.  Establishing a tree nursery, attempting to cultivate a high-value crop not present in the area, etc.)  All students may apply.
Criteria for selection

1. Applicant must be nominated with a letter from a community and/or a faculty member.  The letter of nomination must clearly state the contributions made to the Genesee community by the applicant.

2. Demonstration of community service or personal contribution (especially unassuming or less evident actions or activities).

3. A personal interview by the selection committee may be requested.
