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Cell Phones and Bulldog Email

As a child growing up in Winchester, Idaho, just having a telephone was exciting. Of course, our family telephone was on a
party line in which one telephone line was shared by three families. This meant we could listen in on others telephone con-
versations; therefore, conversations were guarded. You never stated anything that you didn’t want the whole community
to know. Telephone usage was limited and rarely did anyone make a long distance call which cost additional money.
Today with the numerous electronic communication devices available, we are faced with communication overload.
We can contact anyone at anytime for any reason. We call, we text, and we email. Our communication is unlimited.
For the past several months, the Board of Trustees has been considering a policy dealing with electronic communi-
cation devices and their usage within the educational setting. After discussion with staff, students, and administration, they
have passed a policy that, | feel, is a good compromise between what the students wanted and what is needed for educa-
tional purposes. The following are some of the guidelines. As parents, you can help us out by reviewing these guidelines
with your children. Also please limit your cell phone and email communication with your children) during the school day
The school district does not assume any responsibility for the theft, loss, or damage of the students’ electronic communica-
tion devices.

Students may use their ECDs before and after school, during lunch break and in between classes as long as they do not cre-
ate a distraction or disruption.

Use of ECDs, except approved laptops and PDAs, at any other time is prohibited except for the time specified in item 2.

Principal’s Corner

The ECDs will be powered completely off, concealed and secured in hall lockers or vehicles, except for time specified in item
2.

The ECDs will not be in locker rooms, the classrooms (including computer labs and library, restrooms and shower facilities.

The first violation of an ECD will result in confiscation and not returned until a parent conference has been held.

The second violation will result in confiscation of the ECD, and it will not be returned until the end of the school year. The
student will not be allowed a cell phone at school for the remainder of the school year.

Third and subsequent violations will be subject to suspension and expulsion.

Laptops and PDAs can be used for educational purposes only after obtaining prior permission of the Principal with a signed
disclaimer by both parent/guardian and student.

The communication functionality on laptops and PDAs, such as wireless internet, peer-to-peer networking (Blackberries), etc.
can not be used at any time.

The camera function of the ECDs is strictly prohibited on school premises at all times. Students who violate this provision will
have their ECDs taken away and held until the end of the school year. Further violations will result as specified in num-

bers 7 and 8.

On buses, the bus driver has the authority to allow or not allow cell phone usage.

Email: Student Bulldog email is a privilege that may be revoked at any time for inappropriate usage. Bulldog email is for
educational purposes only and is reviewed periodically to verify that students are using their email properly. Remember students,
there is no expectation of privacy with bulldog email. It is a public domain that is reviewed by administration. Use Bulldog email
for educational purposes only.
